Zippy says that at
least one of the following is true: that Marge is a knight or that Alice is a knight. Marge
says that it’s false that Bozo is a knave. Zoey says that at least one of the following is
true: that Marge is a knight or that Bozo is a knave.

Can you determine who is a knight and who is a knave?

1. Determine, as best you can, which of these five inhabitants is a knight and which is a
knave. [10]
